As we approach the end of 2019, it is time
to thank two individuals who have been
both employees and later served the
community as elected officials. Council
Member Joe Cinko and Clerk-Treasurer Pat
Hawrot will conclude their current term of
office on January 1, 2020 at 11:59 AM.
Their successors Council Member Elect
Bob Starkey and Clerk-Treasurer Elect
Debbie Astor will officially assume office at
12 Noon, along with Council Member Alan
Brooks, who was elected to a full four
term in November. Brooks and Starkey
will join incumbent members Mary Tanis,
Steve Kramer and Eric Schultz to form the
new Town Council.

Joe began his employment with the Town
as a Patrol Officer in 1992. During his 23
year career as a member of the Police
Department he served as a Sargent and
Commander before his retirement in 2015.
Joe was elected to the Town Council,
starting his first of three consecutive
terms from 2008-2011, 2012-2015 and
2016-2019. Joe served as the Town
Council President in 2019. He and other
members of the Council have served as
the Redevelopment Commission since
2016. Joe’s other assignments as a
Council member includes Liaison assign-
ments to the Lake Central School Board;
the Town’s Sanitary Water and Combined
Utility Boards, as well as the Shared Ethics
Advisory Commission’s Joint Board of
Delegates.

Joe’s tenure as a Councilmember saw the
town grow in terms of both population and
development.

He has always been
supportive of the Staff’s effort to accom-
plish the Council’s goals.

This month, we wanted to remind you about parking during the winter months. We know that snowfall
causes a lot of chaos and in order for our Street Department to efficiently plow our roads this winter
please see the below Code.

SNOW REMOVAL - No person shall park any vehicle on any street within the corporate limits of the Town
of Dyer, whenever there is two (2) inches or more of snow thereon, until said snow is removed. Any ve-
hicle which is parked on said streets when the depth of the snow exceeds two (2) inches, may be towed
away in the manner provided in Division VII, Section 8-54 of this Traffic Code. (See Schedule 2) (Ord.
No. 81-8, Art. VII, § 3, 4-1-81)
