We will have a busy summer and fall with 
construction and other activities.  There 
will be some disruption for drivers, so 
please be alert and drive carefully. 

The Main Street Bridge was opened on 
time and under budget.  The County  
supervised the job.  The Town participated 
in replacement of an existing water main 
hanging on the old bridge structure.  The 
roadway belongs to Munster.  The two 
communities are applying for financial as-
sistance to pave the roadway. 

 

As soon as the Main Street Bridge was 
opened, Munster started on the long-
awaited grade separation at 45th and  
Calumet.  This two-year project will result 
in shifting traffic patterns that will impact 
Dyer drivers using this north-south  
corridor.  Drivers will notice the traffic  

signal at East 45th and Calumet has been  
removed.  East 45th street is closed to  
eastbound traffic at Calumet.  This will  
allow the construction of the Shoo-fly for 
the CN RR detour.  Southwood is also 
closed; it will reopen when school begins in 
August.  Plan your detours accordingly.  We 
will continue to see detour traffic on  
Calumet to RT 30.   

The Hart Street Bridge project will be bid 
on July 17th.  Underground utility  
relocations will consume the balance of the 
2019 construction season.  There will be 
daytime lane closures. The work on the 
bridge itself will begin in the spring.  March 
1st, motorists will be detoured with only 
one northbound lane at the bridge to be 
open.  Emergency vehicles will be able to 
access south bound over the bridge at all 
times.  Anticipated completion is August  
30, 2020.  Final project completion is 
scheduled for September 30th.   

 

Work began in early June on the Hart 
Street resurfacing project from RT 30 to 
81st Street.  Please drive carefully.  This 
work is funded with a 50% grant from the 
State.  The scope of work, in addition to 
the new roadway will include sidewalk, 
drainage inlet and curb repairs.  We are 
installing new walks to close some gaps.

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Monthly Meeting Calendar 

Sec. 10-147.10 Maintenance Requirements. 

Trees, vegetation, irrigation systems, fences, walls and other landscape elements are considered 

elements of a project in the same manner as parking and other site details. The owner of the property shall 

be responsible for the continuous proper maintenance of all landscaping materials, and shall keep them free 

from refuse and debris and in good repair at all times. The owner of the property shall either remove all 

debris prior to mowing of the landscaped area(s) or shall bag as the mowing activity occurs so as not to 

discharge debris onto neighboring properties. 

Rank Vegetation. Uncontrolled growth of weeds and grasses - six (6) inch height limitation on 

developed lot, ten (10) inch on undeveloped lot.
